SPRINGFIELD, OH – State Senator Chris Widener (R-Springfield) joined local business leaders 
and other elected officials this morning to cut the ceremonial ribbon on the permanent location of 
CodeBlue’s largest command center.

The building is now on the 
National Register of Historic Places and is seeking the Platinum LEED Certified designation –
something only a handful in the nation have ever earned.
